Definitely a bit of a come-down from all the Edogawa Rampo I've been reading lately, but this is still a fun,
light mystery series that proves engaging, if not hugely challenging. The tatami mat mystery (AKA the
titular moving shrine room) is the strongest, but all four cases in the book are good quick reads.

The first case was the solution of the case started in the previous volume - the murder of Toji's mother.
Although it wasn't Vermouth, the solution was interesting. I expected a full-fledged reappearance of one of
the member of the Black Organization, though.

The second case was of the Snowman sculpture. This was intriguing because it explained the solution using
science, rather than physiological or psychological evidence. It made me recall what I had learned back in
school - the use of salt for freezing and melting.

The Phantom corpse case was the best of the lot, because it was truly mind-boggling. The explanation was
equally amazing - using the statue containers to cover up the stains.

The Detective Koshien case, incomplete in this volume, is bugging me. What's the motive of inviting the
detectives from the four directions? Was it to murder Junya? Or is there a mystery behind all the lavender?
But it is also amusing because of Heiji and Hakuba Saguru's little squabbles.
